The HEERF lll is authorized by the American Rescue Plan (ARP), signed into law on March
11, 2021, providing $39.6 billion in support to institutions of higher education to serve
students and ensure learning continues during the COVID-19 pandemic.

UWest received its HEERF Il Grant Award Notification on May 24, 2021. UWest has
signed and returned to the U.S. Department of Education the Certification and
Agreement including assurance that the university will use the funds designated under
Section 2003(a)(1) of the ARP, i.e. $234,939, to provide emergency grants to students.
