ACADEMIC PREPARATION. I have taken the necessary courses at NHU or FGU in preparation for my transfer to
UWest. These courses include: (1) the majority of the coursework I need to complete my NHU or FGU degree; (2)
courses that [ plan to transfer for my UWest degree; and (3) English-language courses that will prepare me for
instruction in English.

DEGREE & PLANNING SHEET. I have met with my NHU | FGU advisor and come up with an NHU | FGU planning sheet
that lists the courses/requirements that I still need to complete for my NHU or FGU degree. [ will provide the degree
planning sheet to the NHU | FGU 2+2 advisor, so that it may be forwarded to UWest.

ENGLISH PLACEMENT TEST. I have taken the IELTS or TOEFL exam. Or I will sign up for the English Placement Test
(EPT) administered by UWest (contact: Jonathan Berk <JonathanB@UWEST.EDU>). I will include my IELTS or TOEFL
exam scores in my UWest application. (Taking the IELTS or TOEFL exam is highly encouraged as it will expedite your
admission to UWest.) I understand that, based on my IELTS, TOEFL, or EPT scores, I may be placed in preparatory
English courses that may extend my course of study beyond four semesters or 48 units. (See “Tuition & Stipend”
below.)

UWEST APPLICATIONS > ADMISSION & HOUSING. I will submit my UWest applications for admission and housing no
later than July 1 (Fall admission) | December 1 (Spring admission). [ understand that if my application is received
after this date, my admission to UWest may be deferred.

NHU | FGU 2+2 students are required to live in on-campus housing.

ADVISEMENT. If admitted, [ am responsible for meeting with: (1) my UWest Undergraduate Academic Advisor; and
(2) my NHU | FGU advisor—each semester to ensure that [ am making adequate progress towards the completion of
both degrees.

TUITION & STIPEND. [ understand that I will receive a 40% discount on my UWest tuition for up to four semesters
(15 units/semester) and one summer term (3 units) for up to a maximum of 60 units in total during my time at
UWest. If I choose to enroll for more than 15 units/term or need to enroll for additional terms beyond these
limits (due to English-language training, additional courses needed for either degree, failed courses), I am
responsible for paying the full tuition and fees.

PAYMENT. I will pay any amount due for fees and housing by the Thursday before the start of the term. I understand
that I may be dropped from the program if my fees are not paid by this date. I also understand that my housing
preferences are not guaranteed until my payment for housing is received.
